Whatever the student or parent perceptions of what should be
taught, it could be argued that, in the overwhelming majority of
EFL situations in Brazil, the ability to read a text is all that leamers
will ever need. Learners may want to read for study or professional
purposes; however, in our relatively non-literate, non book-reading
society, only a small minority will actually want to read for pleasure.

Certain findings from reading research (see Nuttall, 1996) are
generally an integral part of much of reading instruction in many
Brazilian schools nowadays. These include the requirements for
teachers themseives to provide models for their students. This would
improve both text processing, using a range of effective, flexible
reading strategies, and reading rates, adapted and adopted
according to the reading purpose and the text type. In addition,
teachers need to develop learners’ analysing and vocabulary
recagnition skills, ideally working within content-based instruction.
The next questions to raise their ugly heads include: How are these
skills and strategies to be incorporated into an on-going teaching
and testing program? And what might the most cost-efficient means
of teaching and leaming them, given the restraints of time, energy
and classrcom exposure, which ali Brazilian public-sector EFL
practitioners have to face?

There are no straightforward, watertight answers to these
dilemmas, but learning these skills and stretegies is a long-term
process, needing explicit description and modediling, contextualisation,
and recycling if students are to be made sufficiently aware of the
intrinsic value of each. A judicious mixture of teaching formal cohesive
aspects of written English may provide the essential scaffolding for
using strategies within a largely process-based approach. But are
these realistic teaching and/or leaming goals when the logistic
lirnitations of Brazilian public-sector EFL are taken on board? One
popular, motivating factor of life in the Third Millennium works in our
favour, however, namely, access to computers, virtual texts on every
conceivable topic, ever more available to most members of our
society. Used wisely, this new source of texts in English may
encourage out-of-class extensive reading. And, of course, when these
gre recently written texds of topical interest, they may also lend
themsselves better to the type of critical reading for social purposes,
which the PCNs so strongly favour, as well as to forms of information-
gap or jigsaw-reading tasks.
