O Programa Internacional de Avaliag@o de Estudantes (PISA), uma

avaliagdo trienal desenvolvida e coordenada pela Organizagéo para

a Cooperacdo e Desenvolvimento Econdémico (OCDE), visa

verificar os niveis de proficiéncia dos estudantes de quinze anos em

trés areas do conhecimento: leitura, ciéncia e matematica. O grafico

acima apresenta a pontuacgdo referente aos niveis de proficiéncia

dos estudantes brasileiros nessas trés areas em todas as edi¢des do

programa. Com base na interpretagdo dos dados apresentados no

grafico acima, julgue os itens subsequentes.

Comparando-se os resultados obtidos nas edigdes de 2003,
2006 e 2009, € correto afirmar que o menor crescimento da
pontuagdo dos alunos brasileiros se deu em relagéo a area de
ciéncia.

A pontuagdo referente a proficiéncia dos estudantes brasileiros
na area de ciéncia se caracteriza por dois momentos de

aumento e dois momentos de estagnagdo.

Em todas as edi¢cdes do PISA, a proficiéncia em leitura dos
jovens brasileiros superou a proficiéncia nas outras duas areas

avaliadas.
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1 Ao nos contar a histéria dos percalgos de um
funcionario em ascensdo pela burocracia do Brasil imperial,
Antonio Candido revisita as questdes cruciais de nosso

+ século XIX.

Nascido em um Rio ainda joanino em 1810, Antonio
Nicolau Tolentino entrou para o servico publico em 1825,

7 atravessou os anos turbulentos das Regéncias e do inicio do
Segundo Reinado, falecendo em julho de 1888, logo apds a
aboligdo da escravatura. O personagem viveu, portanto, quase

10 todo o periodo. Em si, o fato ndo tornaria mais, ou menos,
interessante sua trajetoria pessoal, ndo fosse ela significativa o
suficiente para revelar a dindmica social do tempo. Filho de

13 lavradores pobres ou de mde solteira — ndo se sabe ao
certo —, saiu da obscuridade por esforco proprio, foi
reconhecido em seu valor por figurdes da politica, arranjou um

16 bom casamento entre a elite e terminou seus dias como alto
funciondrio.

Da roga aos saldes de baile na Corte, a subida néo foi

19 feita sem animo prestativo, hesitagdes, orgulho das proprias
qualidades, espera do momento oportuno e resignacdo de quem
teve de ouvir calado. Tudo isso num quadro social que néo lhe

22 garantia qualquer reconhecimento e ¢ uma constante brasileira
até hoje. Entretanto, Tolentino ndo apenas abaixava a cabeca
pararesguardar sua carreira, como fariaum adulador mediocre;

25 havia nele um idealismo, no bom sentido do termo, que
obviamente encontrou resisténcias quando foi posto em pratica.
O nervo da narrativa de Antonio Candido ¢ o conflito entre as

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A pintura reproduzida acima é uma das mais conhecidas
obras de Eugene Delacroix, artista nascido em 1898, em
Saint-Maurice, e considerado um dos principais pintores do
romantismo francés. O original dessa pintura, finalizado em 1830,
pode ser visto no Museu do Louvre, em Paris. Intitulada de A
liberdade guiando o povo, tematiza a Revolugdo Francesa de
1830.

Acerca desse quadro e da histdria nos séculos XVIII e XIX, julgue
os itens a seguir.

21 Asrevolugdes Francesa e Industrial sdo consideradas marcos
histdricos importantes, aos quais sdo atribuidos o fim da Epoca
Moderna e o inicio da contemporaneidade.

22 A Franca passou por mais de um processo revoluciondrio,
sendo a Revolugdo Francesa de 1789 um dos mais conhecidos
e importantes.

O trecho acima é parte do ultimo livro do famoso historiador
francés, conhecido como um dos mais criativos e importantes do
século XX. Escrita em circunstancias especiais, a obra pode ser lida
como uma espécie de testamento académico de Marc Bloch. O
texto, contudo, ndo chegou a ser finalizado, pois Bloch, que era
judeu, estava preso e fora torturado pela Gestapo — policia secreta
alemd —, sendo fuzilado perto de Lyon no dia 16 de julho de 1944.

Tendo as informagdes acima como referéncia inicial, julgue os itens
subsequentes.

23 Adolf Hitler presidiu a Alemanha entre 1933 e 1945, tendo
implantado nesse tempo o Nacional Socialismo, também
conhecido como nazismo, movimento politico e ideologico
baseado no nacionalismo, no racismo, no totalitarismo, no
anti-comunismo e no liberalismo econémico e politico.

24 Em nome da pretensa pureza do povo alemio e da raga ariana,
considerada superior pelos nazistas, foram perseguidos e
assassinados milhares de judeus, deficientes fisicos e mentais,
homossexuais e ciganos.

25 Em um momento em que ideologias como o nazismo e o
fascismo estavam fortemente disseminadas, a comparagéo que
Bloch faz, no trecho citado, exprime uma teoria da histéria de
vocagdo essencialmente humanista.

26 Asdivergéncias econdmicas entre Franca e Alemanha foram o
estopim do conflito de propor¢des mundiais conhecido como
a Segunda Guerra Mundial.

No Brasil, as duas aspiragdes — a da independéncia e a da
unidade — ndo nasceram juntas e, por longo tempo ainda, ndo
caminharam de mfos dadas. As sublevagdes e as conjunturas
nativistas sfo invariavelmente manifestacdes desconexas da
antipatia que, desde o século X VI, opde o portugués da Europa e o
do Novo Mundo. E mesmo onde se aguca a antipatia, chegando a
tomar colorido sedicioso, com a influéncia dos principios franceses
ou do exemplo da América inglesa, nada prova que tenda a superar
os simples ambitos regionais.

36 A construgdo de Brasilia era a metassintese do Plano de Metas
do presidente Juscelino Kubitschek, cujo objetivo era acelerar
o desenvolvimento do pais em diversas areas, como nas de
energia, transportes, produggo agricola, industria e educagéo.

37 A Companhia Urbanizadora da Nova Capital (NOVACAP) foi
constituida pelo governo federal para planejar e executar a
construgdo de Brasilia em seus diversos aspectos.
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A respeito do Plano Piloto de Brasilia, julgue os itens a seguir.

38 A proposta de construgdo de um grande lago que contribuisse
para amenizar o clima seco da regido é um dos aspectos
originais do projeto urbanistico de Liicio Costa.

39 O tombamento do Plano Piloto como patriménio histérico
nacional e sua inscrigdo na lista do Patriménio Mundial da
Organizacdo das Nag¢des Unidas para a Educagéo, a Ciéncia e
a Cultura (UNESCO) foram realizados com o objetivo de
preservar as caracteristicas essenciais que caracterizam o seu
projeto urbanistico.

40 O DF passou a ter representagdo no Congresso Nacional a
partir das elei¢des de 1986, quando foram eleitos oito
deputados e trés senadores.

Com relagdo a geografia urbana no Brasil, julgue os itens que se
seguem.

41 A especulacdio imobilidria que ocorre atualmente nas por¢des
centrais das areas metropolitanas brasileiras estimula a
populacdo a migrar destas areas centrais para a periferia.

42 O processo de industrializagdo foi o fator responsavel pelo
desenvolvimento das cidades brasileiras, cujos territérios se
transformaram devido ao aumento da atividade produtiva no
campo.

43 Os fatores que propiciam o crescimento populacional no
interior do Brasil incluem a atragdio de industrias para as
cidades de médio porte.

44 O espago urbano brasileiro é caracterizado por uma rede
plenamente articulada entre as metrépoles e todo o territdrio
nacional.

45 A crescente utilizagdo no campo de produtos oriundos do meio
urbano, como o crédito bancario e os equipamentos agricolas,
contribui para intensificar a subordinagdo do campo a cidade.

47 No Brasil, a industria concentra-se na regido Sudeste, o que
favorece a integracdo do espago geografico naregido e facilita
as migracdes para o sudeste.

48 O perfil migratorio da populagéo brasileira sofreu alteragdes ao
longo do tempo, o que ocorreu, entre outras razdes, devido ao
processo de qualificagdo dos migrantes, que vdo a busca de
melhores oportunidades de trabalho.

49 A populagdo brasileira continua crescendo, contudo em ritmo
menor que no século XX, tendo aumentado o contingente
populacional de idosos.

50 Na década de 80 do século passado, em consequéncia das
frequentes crises econdmicas, diversos brasileiros migraram
para outros paises, em especial para os Estados Unidos da
América (EUA), o Paraguai e o JapZo. Atualmente, esse
processo migratdrio ocorre mais em dire¢éo a Europa que aos
EUA.

A transformacdo é complexa, mas obrigatoria. Nas
proximas décadas, ao que tudo indica, todos os centros urbanos do
planeta serdo obrigados a conviver com as consequéncias
inevitaveis das mudangas climaticas.

The
sixteenth-century artist Leonardo da Vinci, in what is perhaps
the most famous painting in the history of Western art,
enchants generations of viewers with the eternal beauty and
mysteriousness of the smiling Mona Lisa. But appreciation of
the refined features of this Italian woman is tied to a Western
concept of beauty. Elsewhere in the world, these features may
seem unattractive or undesirable. On the other hand, the
standard of beauty in some non-Western societies that hold
body painting, tattooing, and adornment both beautiful and
sacred may seem odd and unattractive to someone from the
Western world.

Odds are you carry DNA from a Neandertal,
Denisovan or some other archaic human. Just a few years ago
such a statement would have been virtually unthinkable. For
decades evidence from genetics seemed to support the theory
that anatomically modern humans arose as a new species in a
single locale in Africa and subsequently spread out from there,
replacing archaic humans throughout the Old World without
mating with them. But in recent years geneticists have
determined that, contrary to that conventional view,
anatomically modern Homo sapiens did in fact interbreed with
archaic humans, and that their DNA persists in people today.
The University of Arizona in Tucson examines the latest
genetic finding and explores the possibility that DNA from
these extinct relatives helped H. sapiens become the wildly
successful species it is today.

I have an enduring interest in the rise of H. sapiens
and I am fascinated with Neandertals. So naturally I’ve been
keen to find out how much, if any, Neandertal DNA I have in
my own genome. Several consumer genetic test companies now
test for Neandertal genetic markers as part of the broader
ancestry analysis, and, after one of them lowered the price of
their kit to U$ 99 in December, I decided to take the plunge. As
it happens, National Geographic’s Genographic Project had
recently updated their own genetic test to look for Neandertal
DNA, and they sent me a kit. And so it was on a chilly
Saturday in late January that I found myself spitting into a test
tube for a test company and swabbing my cheek for the
Genographic Project.

Of course the two tests look at far more than one’s
Neandertal ancestry. The company provides a wealth of health
information, testing for variation in DNA that might affect
disease risk and drug performance as well as mutations that
could cause disease in one’s children. Genographic’s test does
not look for health information. Both tests trace one’s maternal
lineage (and paternal lineage, for males) to beyond 10,000
years ago and reveal what percentage of one’s recent ancestry
comes from various regions around the world.

Facebook, the social network that celebrates its 10
birthday this week, has astounding statistics. In just one decade,
it has signed up some 1.3 billion people, half of whom log in
on any given day and spend an average of 18 minutes per visit.
Facebook connects families across continents, friends across
the years and people around the world.

And yet Facebook’s effects on its users may not be
entirely benign. Some researchers suggest that the ability to
connect does not necessarily make people any happier, and it
could actually reduce the satisfaction they feel about their life.
Can it really be possible that Facebook makes you sad?

Until recently, few had studied this question and the
little evidence that did exist actually hinted that the social
network has a beneficial effect. In 2009, Sebastian Valenzuela
and colleagues at the University of Texas at Austin measured
how life satisfaction varied among over 2,500 students who
used Facebook, and they found a small positive correlation.

Yet last summer, a team of psychologists from the
University of Michigan in Ann Arbor and the University of
Leuven in Belgium decided to drill a bit deeper by evaluating
how life satisfaction changes over time with Facebook use.
Ethan Kross and colleagues questioned a group of people five
times a day over two weeks about their emotional state. They
asked questions such as “how do you feel right now?”, “how
lonely do you feel right now?”, “how much have you used
Facebook since we last asked?” and so on. This gave them a
snapshot of each individual’s well-being and Facebook usage
throughout the day.

The team found that Facebook use correlated with a
low sense of well-being. “The more people used Facebook over
two-weeks, the more their life satisfaction levels declined over
time,” they said. “Rather than enhancing well-being, these
findings suggest that Facebook may undermine it.”

The biology of human sleep timing, like that of other
mammals, changes as we age. As puberty begins, bedtimes and
waking times get later. This trend continues until 19.5 years in
women and 21 in men. Then it reverses. At 55 we wake at
about the time we woke before puberty. On average this is two
hours earlier than adolescents. This means that for a teenager,
a7 am alarm call is the equivalent of a 5 am start for a person
in their 50s.

However, biology is only part of the problem.
Additional factors include a more relaxed attitude to bedtimes
by parents, a general disregard for the importance of sleep, and
access to TVs, DVDs, PCs, gaming devices, cellphones and so
on, which promote alertness.

Researchers at Brown University in Providence have
shown that teenagers need about 9 hours of sleep per night.
Observations at a school in Liverpool suggested many were
getting just 5 hours on a school night. Unsurprisingly, teachers
reported students falling asleep in class.

Evidence that sleep is important is overwhelming.
Research has demonstrated its critical role in memory
consolidation and our ability to generate innovative solutions
to complex problems. Similar studies have shown that
long-term sleep deprivation might be an important factor in
predisposing people to diabetes, obesity and hypertension.
Adolescents are increasingly using stimulants to compensate
for sleep loss, and caffeinated and/or sugary drinks are the
usual choice. The half-life of caffeine is 5 to 9 hours. So a
caffeinated drink late in the day delays sleep at night. Tiredness
also increases the possibility of taking up smoking.

In the US, the observation that teenagers have
biologically delayed sleep patterns compared to adults has led
several schools to start the school day at a later time. An
analysis of the impact of this decision by the University of
Minnesota found that academic performance was enhanced, as
was attendance. Sleeping in class declined, as did self-reported
depression.

In the UK, a specific high school instituted a 10 am
start in 2009 and saw an improvement in academic
performance. However, a later start by itself is not enough.
Society in general, and teenagers in particular, must start to
take sleep seriously. Sleep is not a luxury or an indulgence but
a fundamental biological need.

Something about my mother attracts ornithologists. It
all started years ago when a couple of them discovered she had
arare species of woodpecker* coming to her bird feeder. They
came in the house and sat around the window, exclaiming and
taking pictures with big cameras.

There always seemed to be three or four of them
wandering around our place, discussing the body fat of
hummingbirds**.
