10  Educacdo (FUNDEB) ainda ndo terem chegado ao seu destino. Em fungéo de um erro de calculo do Tribunal
11 de Contas da Unido (TCU), municipios receberam cerca de R$ 90 bilhdes a menos do que deveriam, o que
12 representa um rombo consideravel para as gestdes municipais. Somado a isso, existem procedimentos de
13 registro de aula e frequéncia, além de formas de documentacdo das praticas docentes, que exigem grande
14  atengdo da equipe escolar. Essa alta demanda de tempo dos profissionais é explicado por, na maioria das
15  escolas, tais documentos ainda serem escritos a mao, demandando que funcionarios das secretarias gastem
16  muito tempo transferindo os dados para um sistema unificado. Este é um exemplo real de burocracia que
17  ainda persiste e que poderia ser substituido por um programa de computador Unico, integrado e nacional, por
18  exemplo.
19 Além disso, embora os 6rgaos educacionais em todas as esferas possuam atribuic@es proprias, eles
20  compartilham a responsabilidade de gerir a educacdo brasileira, ou seja, de manté-la coesa. Isso significa que
21 os oOrgdos educacionais precisam dialogar e estabelecer uma linha de ordem para que a comunicagéo entre
22 eles seja efetiva, existindo, entdo, uma hierarquizacdo dentro da federacdo. No caso, o Ministério da
23 Educacdo (MEC) e a Unifo sao aqueles que detém maior autonomia em relagdo aos outros. “Descendo” na
24  piramide organizacional, tem-se 0 nivel estadual e, entdo, chega-se as redes municipais, que dependem das
25  decisBes das demais esferas para que possam funcionar. A l6gica dessa hierarquizagdo, em termos de manter
26  aeducacdo coesa, faz sentido, porém ela ndo é claramente aplicada.
27 Existem cidades onde as redes estadual e municipal ofertam ensino fundamental, que acabam
28  competindo pelo mesmo publico e, consequentemente, gerando vagas que ndo sao ocupadas. Existem,
29  também, muitos processos de autorizagdo ou burocratizagdo entre os agentes coordenadores da educagdo
30 brasileira, o que pode fazer com que muitos programas federais demorem a chegar a todas as escolas. Essa
31  burocracia gera um “bloqueio” no sentido de que a educagao brasileira ¢ pouco adaptavel as necessidades de

33 Né&o é preciso ir muito longe para ver que é possivel encontrar solu¢bes para muitos dilemas
